Nature Reserves Visitor Assistant (1 position)

In this role you will assist in the opening of the reserves to the public, working and ensuring
visitors enjoy a pleasant experience. The chosen applicants will work at our nature reserves
(Ghadira, Simar, Foresta 2000 and Salina) reporting to the Site Warden and Head of Land
Management. Training on the history of the sites and the flora and fauna of the reserves will
be provided. Duties will include:

e Assisting in opening BirdLife Malta’s nature reserves to the public in the
afternoon/evening, including on weekends.

e Giving visitors tours of the reserves, including the salt museum located at Salina
nature reserve.

e Setting up the display within the reception centre at the reserves

e Preparing the nature shop at the reserves

e Setting up binoculars before the reserve opening hours

e Greeting visitors at the reserves and giving a basic explanation about the nature
reserve, its history, flora and fauna

e Managing a small shop and promoting sales whilst encouraging membership to
BirdLife Malta

e Compiling visitor statistics and gathering feedback from visitors

e Participating in regular events held at the nature reserve with the aim of educating
visitors towards more environmental appreciation.

e Taking visitors around the reserve, which could entail walking on uneven terrain even
during summer.

e Assisting in research work being carried out at the nature reserves.

e Helping with inputting of data.

Should the reserves be closed to the public for certain periods, especially the summer
months, the applicants are expected to report at the nature reserves in order to assist the
managing warden in the implementation of the work plan for the site. Such work has a
physical aspect relating to the upgrade and maintenance of the habitat, as well as an
element of research with ongoing studies on the flora and fauna of the sites.
